Russia is a very important country in the history of
space exploration. In 1957, the Soviet Union sends
into orbit the first artificial Earth satellite. At this
moment, the rivalry between the USSR and the USA
in the field of space exploration begins.

The most famous achievement of Russia in space
is the first flight of a human to space. On April 12,
1961 the Russian cosmonaut Yuri Gagarin flies into
space on the ship «Vostok 1». Gagarin spends 108
minutes in space and returns to Earth. Today, the
date of Gagarin’s flight into space is an important
holiday in Russia: Cosmonautics Day. But there

For example, in 1963, on
the ship «Vostok 6 « the first woman, Valentina
Tereshkova, flies into space. Her flight lasts three
days.

But sometimes not only people make history.
Perhaps the most famous dog in Russia is Laika, the
first animal in space. Laika flies into space in 1957.
Unfortunately, at that time there was no technology
yet to return to Earth. Laika dies during the mission.
But three years later, two other famous dogs named
Belka (Squirrel) and Strelka (Arrow) spend a whole
day in space and return to Earth. Not everyone
knows that Belka and Strelka were not alone on the
ship. With them mice and rats flew. For the first time
in the history of mankind, living creatures return to
Earth from space.

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In 1959, the first spacecraft reaches the Moon.
It is the Russian probe «Luna -2». In 1968, two
Russian tortoises fly around the Moon and return
to Earth alive. They were in space for six days. In
1966, the Soviet probe «Venera-3» reaches planet
Venus. Four years later, the probe «Venera-7» lands
on Venus and receives data of the temperature
and pressure of the planet. In 1971 the first orbital
station goes into orbit. A few months later, the first
spacecraft lands on Mars. It is the Soviet probe
«Mars 3».

Nowadays, more and more countries take part
in the competition for the space exploration. The
International Space Station is a joint project of 15
countries. Astronauts from all around the world use
the Russian spacecraft «Soyuz» (Union) to fly to the
station and return to Earth.
