Introduction

What will I learn in this book?

In this book you will learn to form and use Russian cases. What is a case?
In a few words, «cases» are the different endings that Russian words have
when they play different roles in a sentence. There are 6 cases in Russian:
nominative, genitive, dative, accusative, instrumental and prepositional.

We will see the endings and functions of Russian cases for nouns and
pronouns, in the following order: nominative, prepositional, accusative, dative,
instrumental and genitive. This order is based on the difficulty of each case,
nominative being the easiest case to learn and genitive, the most complicated.

Grammar vocabulary to understand this book

In this book you will find simple explanations on how to use each Russian
case. In order to fully understand those explanations, you will need to know
some basic grammar concepts. We will define some of them here, while other
concepts will be described when needed.

The nominative case is the basic form of a word. This is the word that you
would find in a dictionary. The subject of a sentence is always in nominative.
For example, in the sentence «The engineer works at the factory», the word
«engineer» would be in the nominative case in Russian.

A noun is a word that refers to a person or thing. For example, «car» is a
noun.
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An animate noun is a word that refers to a living being. In Russian, all
people and animals are animate nouns. For example, grandfather, person or
cat.

An inanimate noun is a word that refers to any object that is not alive. For
example, snow, table or pen.

An adjective is a word that describes a noun. For example, if we take
the noun «car», we can describe it with different adjectives: good, fast or
expensive.

A personal pronoun is a word that substitutes a noun in a sentence. For
example, instead of «Peter» we can write a pronoun: I, me, you, he, or him.

A possessive pronoun is a word that expresses the owner of something
without naming that person. For example, my, his or their.

A verb is a word that expresses an action. For example, to read or to jump.

Gender. In Russian, as in many other languages, words are divided into three
genders: masculine, feminine and neuter. The grammatical genders do not
necessarily correspond to the sex of the word. For example, the word «table»
(cton) in Russian is masculine only because it ends with a consonant.

Number. The number expresses if a word is singular (pen) or plural (pens).
In English, we usually express plural by simply adding an «s» (table/tables).
In Russian, this system is more complex.
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What should I know before reading this book?

This book has been created to introduce you to the concept of Russian cases.
It is not a general course on Russian language and there are some concepts
(how to read Russian, how to use verb forms, vocabulary...) which are not
explained here. It is advisable to learn basic Russian before using this book.

How should I use the tables?

Each chapter of this book is dedicated to a particular case. At the beginning of
each chapter, we will find a table with the endings of that case. Use the tables
as a reference to complete the exercises.

We will start this book with the nominative case. Pay attention to the
different endings for gender and number of nouns, adjectives and pronouns,
because Russian cases take the nominative case as a starting point. In each
table of this book, you will always find the nominative form on the left to help
you better understand the endings of each case.

What are «the functions» of each case?

Russian speakers use cases without thinking about it. For them it is so natural
that they actually don't realize that they are changing the endings of words.
But you, as a learner, need to know what action (or «function») is performed
by each word in a sentence in order to know the right case to use. If we want
to use the Russian cases correctly, we need to learn to associate a situation
(or function) with a certain case. That is what we are going to learn and
practice in this book.
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In each chapter you will find the section «use and functions» where we will
explain the functions of each case. Read it carefully before doing the exercises.
That section does not appear in the chapter dedicated to the nominative case,
because this case only has one possible function in a sentence: the subject.

How do I work with the exercises?

We learn case endings to know how to use them in real conversations. And
in order to do it without mistakes, we need to practice. The exercises in this
book have been created to help you with it. These are the steps you need to
take:

- Read the tables carefully, making sure you understand every example.

- Learn the functions of each case and think of examples of your own.

- Start doing the exercises. If needed, use the tables for reference.

- Use the key at the end of the book to check your answers. Analyze and
correct your mistakes.

- Try to do the exercises again without looking up the tables of endings.

- Take notes of the most difficult endings and try to remember them.

- Enjoy. Learning Russian requires effort, but it should be fun too!

Remember:

1. The only ending in singular shared by more than one gender is the letter
«b». When a word ends in b, you have to look it up in a dictionary to know
its gender.

2. Remember that all languages have exceptions. For example, the words
«pénywka» or «aaas» are masculine even though their endings belong to the
feminine group.

3. Remember this spelling rule: never write «bI» after r, K, X, X, 4, W, w. Write
«m» instead. You have to take this into account when forming the plural of
nouns.

- Example: Bpauy - Bpauv (not Bpaybl), nogpyra - noapyrv (not noapyrbi)

4. Possessive pronouns and adjectives agree with the noun in gender, number
and case. For example, if a noun is feminine singular, the adjective and
possessive pronoun that go with it should also be feminine singular.

- Example: mMosi 6onbluas aepésHsi (and not Moii 60NbLLGH AEPEBHS).

Remember:

1. The prepositional plural of nouns is formed from their nominative singular.
For example, in order to say «in the cities», think first of the word «city»
(répon) and then add «-ax»: B ropogax.

2. In Table 1 we see that some words have the ending «-y» in prepositional
singular (B necy, B cagy). We also see some words that have an irregular
plural in nominative and continue to be irregular in prepositional (apy3bs -
IpY3bax).

3. The preposition «o0» in Table 2 is only an example of the different
prepositions that can go with a pronoun. Simply pay attention to the forms of
the pronouns in the prepositional case. Also, note that «o» changes to «060»
before «MHe».

4. The possessive pronouns erod, eé and ux are ALWAYS invariable.

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Prepositional case: Use & functions

Location. When we say where something is, we use the prepositional case.
The word or words in prepositional answer the question «'ge?» (Where?).
Example: §1 »xuBy B ropoze. (Fae?)

I live in a city.

To express location, we use the prepositions «B» (with the meaning of
«inside») or «Ha» (with the meaning of «on a surface»). It is not always
easy to understand why sometimes we use «B» or «Ha». See below for some
examples where we use «Ha» which you should remember:

Ha 3aBoae Ha ypoke Ha césepe Ha nnowaam
Ha noute Ha CTeHé Ha tore Ha poanHe
Ha BOK3ane Ha paboTe Ha 3anage Ha 6cTpoBse
Ha ynuue Ha BbICTaBKe Ha BOCTOKe Ha pbIHKe

Time. Some time expressions need prepositional case. In this book we will
practice its usage with the months of the year. In this case, the word or words
in prepositional are the answer to the question «Korga?» (When?).
Example: 1 611 B MockBé B sHBapé. (Koraa?)

I was in Moscow in January.

See below the months of the year in prepositional:

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Topics. The topic someone talks/thinks/asks about is usually in
prepositional, and it answers the questions «O yém? O kom?» (About what?
/ About whom?). Some examples of verbs that use this case: rosoputs,
PacCcKasblBaTh, MUCATb, YNTATh, CNPALLMBATDL, AYyMaTh.
Example: 1 roBopto o duibme. (O YéM?)

I am talking about the film.

Pay attention: The preposition «o0» (about) changes to «o06» when it stands
before a vowel (06 3koHOMMKe, 06 Onepe). When used with the pronoun
«MHe», it changes to «060» (060 MHE - about me).

Means of transport. When travelling, the vehicle being used is in
prepositional. It is always used with the preposition «Ha», and it answers the
question «Ha uém?» (By what?). We often use means of transport when we
use the verb «exatb» (to go in a vehicle, to travel).
Example: 91 éay B yHuBepcuUTET Ha aBTO6YyCe. (Ha YéMm?)

I am going to the university by bus.

Exceptions: Some means of transport stay unchanged in prepositional. They
are foreign words like «MeTp6» (metro) or «Takcn» (taxi).

Musical instruments. When saying what instrument someone is playing, we
use prepositional. It answers the question «Ha 4ém?»
Example: 81 urpato Ha rutape. (Ha uém?)

I play the guitar.

Exception: the word «nuaHnHo» (piano) is invariable.

1. Like it happens in the prepositional, the accusative plural of nouns is
formed from their nominative singular. For example, in order to say «I see
my students», think first of the word «student» (cTyaéHnT) and then add

2. As we see in Table 1, in order to form the accusative plural of animate
feminine nouns, you only have to remove the «a» from the nominative singular
form. Sometimes, after removing the final «a» you get a group of consonants
at the end (kéwka — kowk). In those cases, you need to insert the vowel
«0» or «e» between the consonants («e» appears mostly after «w /» /4 /
L»).

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Accusative case: Use & functions

Direct object. In a sentence, the direct object is the word (or words) that
receives the action of the verb. For example, if we take the sentence «I read a
newspaper», the word «newspaper» is the direct object of the verb «to read».
In this sentence «I» is the subject, which in Russian would be in nominative.

In Russian the direct object of a sentence is usually expressed in accusative.

The word or words in accusative answer the questions «Kord?» (Who?) or

«YTo?» (What?).

Examples: Buepa s Bugen apyra (Kor6?) Buepa g suaen aom (YTo?)
Yesterday I saw a friend. Yesterday I saw a house.

Pay attention: When we say our name in Russian, we use the construction
«MeH$# 30ByT...», which literally means «They call me...». The word MeHs$
(me) is in accusative, because it is the direct object, while our name should
be in nominative.
Examples: MeHs 30ByT HaTawa. Moero apyra 30ByT MBaH.
They call me Natasha. They call my friend Ivan.
Direction (of a motion). We already know that we use the prepositional
case to express the place where something is, and it answers the question
«pe?» (Where?). To express the place something or someone is going to we
use accusative. It answers the question «Kyaa?» (Where to?). Usually, we see
this with the verbs of motion, such as «naT» (to go on foot) and «éxaTb» (to
go by a means of transport).
Example: 91 uay Ha BeicTaBky. (Kyaa?)

I am going to an exhibition.

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Pay attention: we can use the prepositions «B» and «Ha» with both accusative
(if there is a motion) and prepositional (no motion). If we know that a word
is used with the preposition «Ha» in prepositional case, it means it requires
«Ha» in accusative too.

Example: S pa6oTato Ha 3aBoae (Prep. ). / 8 nay Ha 3aBoa (Acc.).

1. Like it happens in the prepositional and accusative cases, the dative plural
of nouns is formed from their nominative singular. For example, in order to
say «Students are 20 years old», think first of the word «student» (cTyaéHT)
and then add «-am»: cTyaéHTam.

2. This tip is useful for this chapter and the rest of the book: you should
always try to find patterns in the way endings change. For example:

- Masculine and neuter nouns have the same endings in dative.

- Feminine nouns in singular have the same endings in dative and
prepositional.

- Nouns with the most common nominative endings (consonant, «a» and
«0») get the most common plural forms («-am» in the dative case). Less
common nominative endings (b, 5, €) get less common plural forms («-am»
in the dative case).

- Pay attention that the list of exceptions is almost the same in all cases.

My son is 12 years old.

Tastes. The expressions with the verb «HpasuTbca» (to like) need the dative
case.

Our son likes football.
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Do not be misguided by the fact that in the English sentence «I like football»
the subject is «I». The literal translation of «MHe HpaBuTca ¢yT66n» would
be «Football pleases me». That's why «dbyT66n» (football) is the subject and
«MHe» (me) is the indirect object.

Permission and need. We use dative case in the phrases that include these
words: MOXHO / HENb3S / HY>KEH
Example: MNaunéHTy Henb3d ecTb cnaakoe. (KoMy Henb3§l eCTb Cnaakoe?)

The patient can't (it is forbidden to him) eat sweets.

Pay attention to the forms of the word «Hy»eH»:

MHe Hy)XeH 30HT («30HT» is masculine.) / MHe Hy>Ha Boaa (feminine).
MHe Hy>XHO NocoNbCTBO (neuter). MHe HyXHO ecTb dpykThi (infinitive).
MHe Hy>HbI apy3bs (plural).

Remember:

1. The instrumental plural of nouns is formed from their nominative
singular. For example, in order to say «I'm talking to the students», think
first of the word «student» (cTyaént) and then add «-amu»: cTyaéHTamu.

2. Remember this rule: never write an unstressed «o» after «w, X, 4, W,
u», write «e» instead. This spelling rule is important when forming the
instrumental case. It helps us understand, why we have to say «c kypuuein /
C Kaweii» instead of «C KypuLIOW / C KALIOW»,

3. In Table 2 we see that the third-person personal pronouns are in
instrumental uM, eit, M1 become HuM, Held, HUMK when they follow a
preposition.

- Examples:

370 kapaHaaw. A um nuwy. (There’s no preposition: we use «1M»)

7O CTYAEHT. 9 ¢ HUM rosopio. (There’s preposition «C»: we use «HUM»)
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Instrumental case: Use & functions

The instrument of an action. The object used to perform an action is
expressed in instrumental. For example, in «I'm writing with a pen», the word
«pen» would be in the instrumental case. This case answers the questions
«Kem?» (With whom?) or «4em?» (With what?).
Example: 81 nuwy kapanaalom. (Yem?)

I am writing with a pencil.

Pay attention that when we speak of using an object in English, we usually
use the preposition «with» (with a pen, with a hammer, with your hand, etc.).
In Russian we just use the word (pen, hammer, hand...) in the instrumental
case, and we do not add any preposition.

The preposition «c» is used only when we are «accompanied» by the object
or person, not when we use them as an instrument. Compare the following
examples:

- 1 emM cyn noxkoi. - I am eating soup with a spoon.
I am using the spoon as an instrument, as the tool to help me eat soup: we
don't need to use any preposition in Russian.

-  nay Ha kyxHto ¢ noxkon. - I am going to the kitchen with a spoon.

I am taking the spoon with me. I am not using it as a tool to help me go to
the kitchen: we use a preposition in Russian.
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Time expressions. Some time expressions require us to use the instrumental
case. They answer the question «Koraa?» (When?). These are some words
that we usually see in instrumental:

3UMOn NéToM YyTPOM  BEYepoM

BECHOW  OCEHbIO JHEM  HOYbIO

Example: Mbl 66111 B MockBé BecHOM. (Koraa?)
We were in Moscow in spring.

With certain verbs: Some verbs require instrumental, but in this book we
are going to see only one of them: 6bITb (to be). When we have a noun after
the verb 6bITb, this noun is usually expressed in instrumental. For example,
in the sentence «He was a writer», the word «writer» would be used in
instrumental in Russian.

Example: OH 6bin nucatenem. (Kem?). He was a writer.

With prepositions: The following prepositions require use of the instrumental
case. We will see an example for each preposition:

1. The genitive plural of nouns is formed from their nominative SINGULAR.

2. In Table 2 we see that the third-person personal pronouns in genitive ero,
e€, nx become Herd, Heg, HMX when they follow a preposition.

3. To form the genitive plural of feminine nouns, usually you simply remove
the final «a». But, if you have a group of consonants, you need to insert the
vowels «0» or «e» between the consonants. («e» appears mostly after «w,
n, Y, Wp).

- Example: aésyuika (nom. sing.) — AéByLIK —> HeT aésyluek (gen. pl.)

4. Remember that you should never write «b1» after r, K, x, X, 4, w, w. Write

«n» instead. For example, when forming the genitive singular of the word
«noapyra», you have to write «nogpyru», and not «noapyrbi».
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Genitive case: Use & functions

Possession. This is the most common use of the genitive case: when saying
that something belongs to someone, in Russian we have to express that
someone in genitive. It answers to these questions (they are translated as
«Whose?»), which agree with the gender of the object being possessed:
«Yeir? (masc.), Ybsi? (fem.), Yb€? (neut.), Ybun? (plural)».
Example: 370 KHUra Moerd 6pata. (Ybsi 5TO KHIra?)

This is the book of my brother.

Absence. When something is not present (there isn't any of it), that thing
is expressed in genitive. It is used with «HeT (present) / Hé 6bino (past) / He
6ynet (future)» and answers to «Kord? / Yer6?»
Examples: Y MeH$ HeT kapaHzawa. (Yerd?)

I don't have a pencil.

After numbers: The rules about numbers in Russian are quite complicated
and require a long explanation that we will not see here. In this book we will

see the usage of nouns after certain numbers.

After numbers ending in 1... we use nominative.
Example: 1 cton (1 table)

After numbers ending in 2, 3 and 4... we use genitive singular
Example: asa crona, Tpu crona, copok Asa crona (2, 3, 42 tables)

After numbers ending 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 0... we use genitive plural
Example: natb cTonos, wectbaecat ctonos (5, 60 tables)
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Quantity. After the following words, which are related to amounts, we always
find the genitive case:

MHOro CKOMbKO 6yThINKa

Marno HECKOJIbKO yallka

HEMHOro K1norpamMm CTaKaH
Examples: Ha cToné ctont 6yTbIiKa B1HA.
