Introduction

What will I learn in this book?

In this book you will learn to form and use the Russian cases. What is a case?
In a few words, «cases» are the different endings that Russian words have
when they play different roles in a sentence. There are 6 cases in Russian:
nominative, genitive, dative, accusative, instrumental and prepositional.

The nominative case is the basic form of a word. This is the word you
find in a dictionary. The subject of a sentence is always in nhominative. For
example, in the sentence «The engineer works at the factory», the word
«engineer» would be in the nominative case in Russian. We will not practice
the nominative case in this book because it is a very basic concept. Please, see
our book for Level Al to learn and practice this case.

In this book we will see the endings and functions of the rest of Russian
cases, in the following order: prepositional, accusative, dative, instrumental
and genitive. This order is based on the difficulty of each case, prepositional
being the easiest case to learn and genitive, the most complicated.

How should I use the tables?

Each chapter of this book is dedicated to a particular case. At the beginning of
each chapter, we will find a table with the endings of that case. Those endings
always take the nominative case as a starting point, and you will always find
the nominative form in brackets to help you better understand the changes.
Use the tables as a reference to complete the exercises.
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What are the functions of each case?

Russian speakers use cases without thinking about it. For them it is so natural
that they actually don't realize that they are changing the endings of words.
But, as learner, you need to know what action (or «function») is performed by
each word in a sentence in order to know the right case to use. If we want to
use the Russian cases correctly, we need to learn to associate a situation (or
function) with a certain case. That is what we are going to learn and practice
in this book.

How do I work with the exercises_

We learn case endings to know how to use them in real conversations. And
in order to do it without mistakes, we need to practice. The exercises in this
book have been created to help you with it. These are the steps you need to
take:

- Read the tables carefully, making sure you understand every example.

- Learn the functions of each case and try to think of examples of your own.
- Start doing the exercises. If needed, use the tables for reference.

- Use the key at the end of the book to check your answers. Analyze and
correct your mistakes.

- Try to do the exercises again without looking up the tables of endings.

- Take notes of the most difficult endings and try to remember them.

- Enjoy. Learning Russian requires effort, but it should be fun too!

- Never write bI, 10, 2 after r, K, X, X, 4, w, w. Write n, y, a instead.

- Never write an unstressed o after x, 4, W, i, U.

- Pay attention: The prepositional plural of nouns is formed from their
nominative singular.

3. In the table, we have seen some masculine nouns with two prepositional
cases:

- Regular ending (-e): S aymaio o caae (answers the question O uém?)

- Irregular ending (-y): 4 otabixaio B caay (answers the question Fpe?)
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Prepositional case: Use & functions

Location. When we say where something is, we use the prepositional case.
The word or words in prepositional answer the question «'ge?» (Where?).
Example: S »uBy B 60/1b11OM KpacusoM ropoae (Fae?)

To express location, we use the prepositions «B» (with the meaning of
«inside») or «Ha» (with the meaning of «on a surface»). Pay attention to the
following words, which are always used with «Ha»:

Ha ypoke Ha 3aBoe

Ha ndéute Ha BOK3ane

Ha BbICTaBKe Ha ynuue

Ha cTeHé Ha nnéwaam

Ha césepe Ha poanHe

Ha 6cTpoBe Ha 3eMné,

Ha paboTe Ha (NépBoM) 3Taxé

Time. Some time expressions need prepositional case. When this happens,
the word or words in prepositional are the answer to the question «Koraa?»
(When?). We use it with months and with the words rog (year), Henéns
(week) and mécau (month).

Example: 91 66in B Mocksé B sHBapé. (Koraa?)

Pay attention to the following expressions where we use prepositional:
Ha 3Tol Heaéne / Ha NpOLWNoW Heaéne / Ha cnéayoLlen Heaéne

B 5TOM roay / B NpOLWIoM rofy / B CNéaytolem roay

B 3TOM MécsLe / B NpowuioM Mécsle / B cnéaytolem Mécsue
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Topics. The topic someone talks/thinks/asks about is usually in prepositional,
and it answers the questions «O uém? O kom?» (About what? / About whom?).
Some examples of verbs that often use this case: roBopiTb, pacckasbiBaTh,
MUCAaTb, YATATb, CNPALLIMBATL, AyMaTb.

Example: S roBopto o0 HOBoM urnbMe. (O uém?)

Pay attention: The preposition «o» changes to «06» when it stands before
a vowel (06 akoHOMUKe, 06 onepe). When used with the pronoun «MHe», it
changes to «060» (060 MHE).

Means of transport. When travelling, the vehicle being used is in
prepositional. It answers the question «Ha uém?» (By what?) and is usually
used with verbs of motion.

Example: 91 éay B yHMBEPCUTET Ha aBTO6YCe. (Ha 4ém?)

Exceptions: Some means of transport stay unchanged in prepositional. They
are foreign words like «MeTpd» (metro) or «Takcv» (taxi).

Musical instruments. When saying what instrument someone is playing, we
use prepositional. It answers the question «Ha uém?»

Example: 8 urpato Ha rutape. (Ha 4ém?)

Exception: The word «nuaHnHo» (piano) is invariable.

Clothes. In some cases, we use prepositional when saying what someone is
wearing. It answers the question «B uém?»

Example: Ha pa6dTe g Bceraa B rancryke u kocTiome. (B 4éM?)

Exception: The word «nanbtd» (coat) is invariable.

Tip: The third-person personal pronouns in accusative ero, eg€, ux become
Herd, Heé, Hux when they follow a preposition. Example: Ha Hero, Ha Heé,
Ha HKX

Remember:

1. Pay attention: The accusative plural of nouns is formed from their
nominative singular.

2. When a masculine noun in nominative singular ends in X, 4, w or w, the
accusative plural gets the ending el instead of oB.
- Example: Bpay (nom. sing.) --> Bpauéii (acc. pl.)

3. How to form the accusative plural of animate feminine nouns: Usually,
you simply remove the final «a». But, if after doing it you have a group of
consonants at the end of the word, you need to insert the vowels «o» or
«e» between the consonants («e» appears mostly after «w /» / 4 / w»).

- Example: aésywka (nom. sing.) --> aéByluk --> Sl By AéByluek (acc. pl.)
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Accusative case: Use & functions

Direct object. The direct object of a sentence is usually expressed in
accusative. The word or words in accusative answer the questions «Kord?»
(Who?) or «410?» (What?).
Example: Buepa s Biagen moerd apyra (Kord?)

Buepa s Bugen kpacuebiii gom (YT0?)

Pay attention: the construction with «30ByT», used to tell someone’s name
(MeH$ 30ByT... = my name is...), needs accusative.
Example: Moer6 apyra 308yT MBaH.

Direction (of a motion). The place someone (or something) is going to, is
expressed in accusative. It answers the question «Kyaa?» (Where to?) and it
is usually used with verbs of motion.

Example: S uay Ha nHTepécHyto BbicTaBky. (Kyaa?)

Pay attention: we can use the prepositions «B» and «Ha» with both accusative
(if there is @ motion) and prepositional (no motion).

Days of the week. When the answer to the question «Koraa?» (When?) is
a day of the week, it will be in accusative.
Example: 91 6bin B MockBé B npoLunyto cy660T1y. (Koraa?)

Examples: OHa oTAbIXaeT kaxayto Heaénto. (Kak 4acto?)

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Instrumental case: Use & functions

The instrument of an action. The object used to perform an action is
expressed in instrumental. This case answers the questions «Kem?» (With
whom?) or «4em?» (With what?)

Example: S nuwy kpacHbiM kKapaHaawoMm. (Yem?)

Pay attention: When saying which object we are using to do something, we
don't use any preposition in Russian. In English, we have to use «with» (I
write with a red pencil), but in Russian it is enough to say «red pencil» in
instrumental, without adding any preposition.

Time expressions. Some time expressions require instrumental. They
answer the question «Koraa?» (When?). These are some of the words that
we often see in instrumental: 3uMa, BecHa, NéTo, OCeHb, AEHb, HOUb, BEUEP
and yTpo

Example: Mbl 66111 B MockBé npoLunoii BecHoM. (Koraa?)

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Genitive case: Use & functions

Possession. This is the most common use of the genitive: when saying that
something belongs to someone, that someone is in genitive. It answers to
these questions, which agree with the gender of the object being possessed:
«Yen? / Yba? / Ybé / Ybu?»

Example: 3To MawwitHa Moerd 6paTa. (Ybs?)

Absence. When something is not present (there isnt any of it), that thing
is in genitive. It is used with «HeT (present) / Hé 6bino (past) / He 6yneT
(future)» and answers to «Koro? / Yer6?»
Examples: Y MeH$l HeT KpacHoro KapaHaawa. (Yero?)

Y MeH$1 Hé 6bIn1o py3éit. (Kord?)

Y MeH$ He byaeT sk3ameHa. (Yero?)

B ropoae Het Teatpa. (Herd?)

After numbers: The rules about numbers and cases in Russian require a
long explanation that we will not see here. But it is enough to know that after
some numbers we use genitive:

After numbers that end in 2, 3 and 4, we use genitive singular for nouns,
but genitive plural for masculine and neuter adjectives. Feminine adjectives,
however, require the usage of nominative plural after these numbers.
Examples: aBa HOBbIX CTONA, TPU HOBLIX CTONA, COPOK ABa HOBLIX CTONA

but ABe HOBbIE KHUMM, TPX HOBbIE KHUMM, COPOK ABE HOBbIE KHUMM

After numbers that end in 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 0, we use genitive plural for
both nouns and adjectives of all genders.
Examples: naTb HOBbIX CTOMOB, WECTLAECAT HOBLIX CTONOB
