Advanced: For learners with very good knowledge
of Russian. Advanced vocabulary and difficult verbs.
Sometimes we use idioms and complicated expressions.

Expert: For learners with very deep knowledge of Russian.
Sentences and vocabulary are very advanced, with
complicated structures and meanings.
